Quetzal:

Elsi, in particular, should be extremely careful in this respect, because her emotional world is very often
set in turmoil and blocked by things she misinterprets, which cause thoughts and impulses in her that can
become dangerous for our whole task.

An Open Word - for Billy

My person should probably not be of importance for the following words,
because the only thing that is important about them is that they are
said once, whereby I believe I am speaking in the interest of all honest
members of the community of interest. When I say I believe, I do not of
course mean a belief, but a certain assumption that this is indeed true.

Somewhat unaccustomed to writing and awkward at it, I have to enlist the
help of another person to make these words stylistically good, for which
I hope you will forgive me. Since I also don't want to give a 1long
preface, I would like to get straight to the subject, which I call 'an
open word - for Billy'. Any other title would probably do, perhaps 'A
human being never to be forgotten', although I am not thinking of Billy's
past lives, but only of his present one.

In a nutshell, Billy is a human being like any other, and yet he is
something very special. Over a long period of time, I have had the
opportunity to get to know him, to observe him and to notice wvarious
things about him that many acguaintances and friends of his seem to have
missed.

Certainly, Billy is a human being like any other, but I have already
said that he is nevertheless something special; not only because of his
unsurpassable knowledge. I certainly do not need to say anything about
his spiritual and consciousness knowledge and ability, but a few words
must be said about his manual knowledge and ability.

When Billy says of himself that he has worked in and on some 320 different
professions in his life, this may sound presumptuous and crazy, perhaps
even megalomaniac, to the uninitiated and ignorant. But to us, who know
Billy and have seen him work, it sounds neither like the one nor the
other. We have seen for ourselves how he worked day and night like an
elephant in restless and non-stop effort for weeks and months. The crazy
thing was that he never seemed to be tired at all, because his verve was
always unbroken. Sure, his physiognomy was marked by all the heavy
exertion, but his strength seemed to find no end. Without exaggeration,
he worked for an entire team, like a machine that never wanted to stop
— in fact a human robot, animated only by the will to achieve a programmed
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goal, without regard for himself. Simply superhuman, I cannot describe
it any other manner.

Billy, a human being like any other, certainly, but still something
special. A human being with an inhuman will that seems to be made of the
best Sheffield steel. We have certainly all never seen or experienced
anything like it. But in no way does it stop there:

Billy not only works like a dinosaur; he also knows all kinds of things
about his trade, although, as he says, he has never graduated from a
vocational school. He learned everything only in a short time, often
only in a few weeks, as Menara explained in the contact report on the
6th of July. In contrast, other human beings attend a 3-year vocational
school. But Billy? He learned everything in short courses, in a few
weeks or months, and yet he has mastered the subject. What has he not
done in the last three months at the Semjase Centre; on how many trades
has he proved his skills? Let us list a few: He did perfect bricklaying,
then he proved his skills in carpentry, carpentry and plumbing. In
between, I could see that he proved to the head forester that he is
skilled in forestry. To Jacobus, a trained agronomist, he showed that
he knows as much about agriculture as the latter does, but that he is
also versed in the gardening profession. That he is also no stranger to
architecture, interior design, construction planning and landscaping,
and that he has very good skills in these areas, we also learned and
experienced bit by bit, as well as that he can work expertly in civil
engineering and glass masonry. He seems to have mastered road and car
park construction as well as painting and typing.

Yes, and often in recent months I have wondered if there is any work at
all that Billy cannot do? But more realistically it is probably to ask,
is there even a second human being in the world who understands and can
do as much as Billy?

All those who know him better know that Billy not only works like an
elephant and replaces a whole crew, but that he would not need to do
that at all, because through his own consciousness-spiritual abilities
he could do everything for himself much more easily. But he does not
make use of this, except when it might be too much for him. He thinks
that he is placed in this world and has to live together with the human
beings here, which is why he has no special privileges and therefore
also has to work like everyone else — namely with his head and his hands.

Well, for the ignorant it should be said that Billy is also so well
versed in psychology and psychiatry as well as in theology, theosophy
and anthropology and in general in all the borderline sciences and the
humanities that several professors together probably cannot fool him in
all these fields. But how could all this be otherwise, knowing that
Billy is the prophet of the modern age, as the Petale Plane, Semjase and
all the others declare. Myself, and many others, we know that this is
true, and that this one-armed man is something very special, although
he is a human being like everyone else. That had to be said once.

But such things do not only appear with her but already with all those group members who lose them-
selves in childlike forms of thinking and interpret certain occurrences unwisely and unjustifiably to their
disadvantage.

Once before | explained that there are many indications that your group is a children's playground, and it
is precisely this impression that is currently becoming very strong again.
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Adult humans, even if they are misguided Earth-humans, should be more reasonable and conscientious,
especially if they belong to your group and have taken on certain obligations.

If these concerns do not change very quickly, then everything will break apart and all efforts so far have
been in vain.

It should finally be understood that our explanations were not simply taken from the air when we ex-
plained that there are seven very difficult years ahead for your group, which each member of the group
must strive to cope with.

But this is only followed in a few cases, where everything always becomes worse instead of improving.

All of our and your efforts will be useless, and everything will break for all time unless all members of the
group finally accept reason and think and act correctly.

But if a disintegration takes place, then we see no more possibility to ever try for everything another time.

If now the present time will become extremely difficult for all of you, rationality should finally prevail and
take hold in every individual.

In the present form of group solidarity, everything is in danger of being destroyed.

And if every member of the group does not finally trouble themselves, in a very quick and full measure,
to act according to our instructions, to adopt reason and to be compliant on their own accord, uncompro-
mising and without selfishness, then the existence of the whole group will only yet be given a regrettably
very short period of time.

The members of the group take all concerns too lightly and their efforts are not evolution-based, because
they do not want to separate from the worldly and material realm of life in the form required.

Billy:
These are beautiful prospects. What am | supposed to do?

Quetzal:
You did what you could.

The rest is in the hands of the group members.

Nobody should therefore blame you for differences and other bad things.

Billy:

You know for sure that television [a crew] was there at noon and that a documentary film is to be shot
from America. What am | supposed to do now? Because if the whole place is as bad as you explained,
then it would be very worrying if this TV show were made and also the film was shot, for which | might
also have to go to South America.

Quetzal:
That is of correctness.

| followed the events and discussed them with the others.

We think that you should let things go as planned and that the two ventures will be very useful in every
respect.

There is a possibility that, despite everything in your world, things can still be sorted out that we already
had to write off on the basis of the misinformation from the so-called UFO groups.

There is also the possibility that in spite of everything, in distant time, intelligences from outside the Earth
will be able to enter into official contact with the Earth-humans, whereby, however, that will not be us
and thus also not our allies.

You should therefore do what was brought to you, but you should be very careful not to travel with large
flying apparatuses.

This is not an allusion to your aversion to such devices, but my advice is based on caution and safety.

On the other hand, group members must finally learn to get along without you and fulfil their duty without
your constant instructions.
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It is a foretaste for them when you finally leave their field of vision and their environment and have to
leave them alone for a very, very long time.

Billy:
This is a day that worries me. But tell me, here are the dates of the group members you requested. Are
they thus correct?

Quetzal:
... Here, this is the data list of your Cannibal, it is too incomplete.

| will take them all and give them back to you this night.

So | can go through the data in peace.

Billy:
Well, then just put it in my office. Another question: We brought an article twice in our monthly magazine,
which was sent to me anonymously. It han...

Quetzal:
You asked me about it once and | did not know the answer.

Meanwhile, Menara explained to me that this paperwork was her handiwork, whereby she approached a
person you knew little about to write everything.

Billy:
That is exactly what | thought. Several people got really upset about these two articles. But who was the
writer?

Quetzal:
It was not necessary to get upset about what was written because it was true.

The writer of the article, however, wants to remain unrecognised, which is why during his lifetime you
should not give the name, which I, therefore, give to you only in the trust of silence ...

(The author of the two articles, Adolph Tillman Perrenoud, has since passed away.)

Billy:

You know, they found that the article in issue number 18 was just as incorrect as the one in issue number
21. Harald also said that he did not say a word that my eyes should have looked into eternity. Besides, the
number of people present was not correct either.

Quetzal:
First, the number of people present is correct, because besides the group members, Menara and some of
us were there.

Secondly, Harald explained literally that your eyes had looked very far and somewhere into eternity, which
| can also testify to, because | listened to the records of Menara.

All the other things mentioned are also true, as | could see from the records and writing itself.

Menara pursued three very important things with her actions, namely, on the one hand, to prove to the
group members that they had not developed their power of observation in the form that would have been
necessary for them, on the other hand, to prove that they paid very little attention to spoken or self-
spoken words, after which no exact memory can later be present, which is why it should be learned to
listen carefully to each word, and thirdly Menara once wanted to draw the attention of the group mem-
bers to the fact that they see you just as little in the truthful light, just as outsiders do not either.

If, therefore, these and those have complained about what is written, they have thereby proven their
inadequacy and incorrectness in relation to the concerns mentioned.

Billy:
That is your thing. Something else: What about Amata? Should | pass the reports on to her?

Quetzal:
Totally trivial ones, yes, but none of the ones which deal with important things.

Billy:
Okay, then ...

Quetzal:
| have to interrupt you because my time is limited today and | still have some things to say to you:

| have come across various group members in a thought-analysis that | have been judged to be unfair
because | usually follow the real path and expose those things in a teaching manner which are of a nega-
tive form.

Allegedly, according to these incorrect trains of thought, | should disregard the positive thoughts and
efforts.

This corresponds neither to the correctness nor to the truth, because truthfully | analyse both impulse
forms, the negative ones as well as the positive ones.

In order to avoid such misjudgements in the thought processes of the various group members in the fu-
ture, | would like to explain that they should strive to think in more real terms and to become clear that
in order to improve and change a negative value, | must name and explain it, but this does not mean that
| overlook the positive efforts.

It is not appropriate and also not possible to mention positive aspects when clarifying faulty concerns,
because thereby the negative would be trivialised, which is why the positive must be omitted as with a
prophecy.

Each of the group members should finally consider these things in a rationality-based manner and find
the true values out of them.

But this can only happen when the inadequate earthly form of thinking of self-pity, self-prejudice and the
constant idea of discrimination against others is finally corrected.

But now to other and more important things that relate to you, such as the malicious attack of the Bafaths,
the Giza intelligences, on you on the afternoon of the 30th of March.

As | told you during our last confidential contact, | had to call in Ptaah to clarify the matter completely,
but Ptaah is still working on these issues and has not yet achieved any results worth mentioning.

It is only clear that the attack on you occurred when you caused your blockade to collapse as a result of a
wave of anxiety.

It was a psycho-shock of unimaginable intensity imposed on you, according to the strength of which you
should succumb to a heart attack.

As | have already explained to you, it is not possible for me, nor for Ptaah, to explain that you are still alive
and only for a short time in absolute uncontrollability.
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According to all our calculations you should be dead.

It is also certain that | do not have to answer your question at the last contact about the possibility that
Bernadette and your wife might have been influenced by the Giza intelligences.

Your Cannibal clearly acted in full consciousness against your agreement, even if she later regretted them.

It is not true, however, what you have imagined from their behaviour, even if certain impulses were con-
nected with it, which correspond to a rebellion in unjustified form.

It is also certain that you no longer had any control over yourself and could no longer have a clue about
what you were doing and saying, whereas this certainly does not apply to your wife in relation to your
guestion about her words.

With her, this was based only on a lack of self-control and on uncontrolled emotional outbursts.

Despite her exuberant temperament, she should have kept her temper, because she had to realise clearly
that you were no longer yourself in any form and that you were controlled from somewhere else.

But for her this does not mean a reproach, but a clarification from which she should recognise and correct
her mistake, according to which an event of the same kind can no longer apply in the future.

What is being done by our side is that we are considering the idea of removing the Bafath beings from the
earthly system, getting hold of them, destroying their entire stations by a total elimination or restoring
them to their original state, and abandoning them, deprived of any technology whatsoever, somewhere
in a strange and uninhabited region of a distant galaxy, where they can live out the rest of their lives built
on evil.

Man, Quetzal, that would be the hit of a million years. But, why do you now want to go behind these jerks
by force?

Quetzal:
Their dangerousness suddenly becomes much greater, which is why we have to resort to logical Gewalt
[form of power], in other words to gewaltsamen Gewaltlosikeit [powerful powerlessness].

Billy:
That is a word, my son. When is it supposed to happen?

Quetzal:
If the councils with the High Council coincide with our decisions, then the start of the enterprise will take
place during the second half of this month.

Billy:
That is good, because a little rest will not hurt us.

Quetzal:
You and the whole task are still very vulnerable to other elements, earthly as well as extraterrestrial, the
latter being related to the Bafaths, Astar Sheran, etc.

Billy:
| can imagine that, but these Sheran types, etc. are certainly not as mean and dangerous as the Giza
twerps.
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Quetzal:
Do not let yourself be deceived, because the dangers are sometimes even greater, because these ele-
ments do not have to take into account that their existence becomes known.

Billy:
So this means that the anger continues despite everything.

Quetzal:
That is of correctness, even your good year does not change that.

But now it is time for me to go.
Goodbye, my friend.

Be careful, even very careful, because things that are quite uncomfortable and full of intrigues are
clenched against you.

For these reasons we also have to restrict our contacts for the time being, perhaps even until the end of
the year.

Billy:

Quetzal:
You will have to rely on your own protection, because for various reasons we cannot use ourselves for it.

Billy:
So the usual, but that does not worry me.

Quetzal:
But different very unpleasant events can come to light.

Billy:

That is not in my intent.

But now farewell, and goodbye.

But wait ... still pay loving greetings to everyone from Semjase, but also from Ptaah and everyone else,
including me.

Explain also to your Cannibal that she should allow herself more rest because she needs it very much.
Also, let Elsi be very dearly greeted by me, even if here and there she has doubts about my form of acting.
But she should be sure that my actions are of complete correctness.
